MANUSCRIPT TITLE

1. Introduction

The volume of manuscript should not exceed (with the literature and illustrations) 30 pages (font size 12, space between lines 1.5). The text of the manuscript should be written in accordance with the editors' detailed instructions. In addition to the instructions, we recommend reading the FAQ section on the FOR AUTHORS tab on our website.

2. Title of the second chapter

The basic method of dividing the text is to create chapters and, if necessary, sub-chapters. This allows you to easily manage the text and organize the article on introduction, unfold individual threads in chapters and summarise the article in the final chapter. Chapter titles also have an additional, very important role. Due to the fact that the table of contents is placed on the title page, this is a clear indication of the content of the article. The title page is placed on the magazine's website, and thus chapter titles may serve as key words for search engines.

3. Title of the third chapter

It should be remembered that the table of contents is visible as one of the first elements of the manuscript and should be understandable without the need to read of the full text of manuscript, or even a summary. Therefore, in the titles of chapters and sub-chapters (as in the summary), abbreviations should not be used except the most-known ones. Titles should be understandable and as informative as possible.

3.1. The title of the first subchapter
If necessary, the text within chapters can be divided into smaller parts. Like the headings of the main chapters, the names of subsections have the additional information function and are visible on the title page of the manuscript and the website.

3.2. The title of the second subchapter
In the manuscript, leave no space for tables, drawings, graphs and photos, and only mark the place in the text where they should be placed, e.g.
· Tab. I 
· Fig. 1
The tables are numbered with Roman numerals. Each table should have a number and title, additional information such as the sources should be placed under the table. If the references are different for individual positions in the table and they play an important role, they can be placed in the table itself. Other graphic elements (drawings, diagrams and photographs) are collectively referred to as figures and numbered with Arabic numerals.

Title of 1st section 
If necessary, the chapter can be divided into sections. The sections are not numbered and we do not introduce an additional interval between the title and the section. Because we do not use sub-subchapters (eg. 3.2.1.), usually sections are used when there is a need to divide subchapters into smaller parts. This is not the only function of this element, you can also divide the content of the main chapters into sections. We recommend the organization of the manuscript in such a manner, when we compare a limited number of microorganisms in terms of certain features or functions, that are conveniently used as chapter titles, and in sections which describe a given organism for the reasons indicated in the section title. Another quite common case is the need to mark out some elements (most often the names of microorganisms) in the text, but a small amount of given information does not allow for the creation of a subsection.

Title 2. Section 2 subsection
The main functional difference (and at the same time a disadvantage) in comparison to the chapters is that sections are not listed on the title page. However, this is more than compensated for, as the sections have no limitations in name as chapters do: i.e. more working names or even abbreviations may be used, because the reader should already be familiar with the current content and applied nomenclature at this stage.

 4. Summary
The summary should include the most important information which we want to convey to the reader, summarize the main conclusions and make hypotheses or assumptions if we have the appropriate grounds for them. Although there are no upper limits for words, we recommend maximum conciseness and minimizing the volume of the last element of the manuscript content.

References
The cited literature should be entered separately as the last pages of the manuscript, writing the items in alphabetical order. Formatting with examples has been described in detail in the instructions for authors. The number of citations in the literature cannot exceed a hundred items. The rare occurrence of exceeding this number most often results from the need to add additional items during the review process and a justified lack of possibility to omit other points in the literature.
